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This course helps students develop basic English writing skills necessary for studying abroad
Students will be able to improve their ability to write clearly and logically on topics on personal
experience and Japanese culture. Furthermore, students will have opportunities to develop writing @1
fluency by keeping a self-managed writing journal.

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In—class engagement: preparation, cooperation, attitude, and effort: 10%

Writing Assignments: completed fully and on time, follows instructions, demonstrates improvement: 30%
Journal: Written regularly (3x per week), includes thoughtful information: 20%

Writing Projects: Five paragraph essays with correct formatting and clear ideas: 40%
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This course is held twice a week. Students are introduced to a fundamental writing skill during the first
class of the week and assigned a writing assignment for homework to develop this skill.

The second class of the week is a writing workshop in which students receive individual feedback from the
teacher about their writing. During this time, students are also given time to improve their typing, write
their journal and process teacher feedback in their class notebook.
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Outside class work: Students must achieve individual learning goals and write a journal about it.

Student expectations: Students will attend all lessons (unless sick or on a school trip). Students must contact
the teacher before missing a class. Students are required to catch-up on the lessons and homework missed due
to absence. Students will complete projects and homework on time. Students will ask for help if necessary
