During this time, students are also given time to improve their typing, write
their journal and process teacher feedback in their class notebook.
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Outside class work: Students must achieve individual learning goals and write a journal about it.

Students must contact
the teacher before missing a class. Students are required to catch—up on the lessons and homework missed due
to absence. Students will complete projects and homework on time. Students will ask for help if necessary
